It’s 
important that one of these individuals be able to comment directly on your scholastic aptitude, including your ability to express 
yourself in writing at the graduate level (e.g., choose a professor from your undergraduate or graduate program). 
 
It is best to advise each recommender the deadline by which all materials, including their letter, are due in the Graduate School.
